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Competitor T Spectator Reminders

Horses have the Right of Way at all times. They move at great speeds. “Heads UP!” means clear the way now!
Do not offer assistance to competitors—they can be eliminated by any type of assistance, even clucking.
Withhold applause and encouragement until the competitor has negotiated the obstacle.

Follow any instructions given you by the cross-country jump judges. It is their responsibility to keep the area
safe for horses and riders. For safety reasons children must be supervised at all times.

Dogs must be kept on a short, fixed-length leash (not retractable) at all times, including on the trails. A S50
fine will be imposed (donated to SpokAnimal) for dogs off leash. Please be responsible and clean up after your
dog. If you walk the course with your dog do not leave any unwanted presents behind.

No motorized vehicles allowed on the cross-country courses. Courses may be walked on foot or by bicycle.
No fires, no charcoal grills, and no smoking! Only propane grills are allowed on facility grounds.

LIMITATIONS ON LIABILITY FOR EQUINE ACTIVITIES

Riders represent that they are qualified to
participate in the activities and at the levels they elect. All horses on the property
participate entirely at the owner's and rider's risk. The owner/rider is personally
responsible for damages to third parties caused by themselves or their horse.
